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ABSTRACT

The Conference Proceedings will consist of a hard-printed book containing the abstracts of the contributions received and a CD Rom containing the full papers. All the participants at the Conference are requested to submit electronically the final version of the Abstract, not later than April 23rd., 2006. Abstracts should briefly outline the main features, results and conclusions as well as their general significance, and contain relevant references. 

The Abstract should be written following the format of the macros for submission available on: http://congress.cimne.upc.es/icsmm06. They must be translated to Portable Document Format (PDF) before submission through that Conference site. 

The Abstracts will be reproduced as submitted and unchanged in the Book of Abstracts of the Conference, with the aim of prividing a briefly and overall insight of the presentation. Full details of the content of the paper can be included in the extended paper to be published in the CD Rom Proceedings. Both, the book of Abstracts and the Proceedings, will be provided to every participant as part of the registration fees.

The Abstract has to be written in English, Spanish or Catalan with Roman letters within a printing box of 16cm x 21cm, centered in the page. The title should be written centered, in 14pt, boldface Roman, all capital letters. It should be single spaced if the title is more than one line long. The Abstract must contain the full name and full address of the author/s. It should be written centered, in 12pt boldface Roman. In the case of joint authorships, the name of the contact author who will actually present the paper at the Congress should be indicated with an asterisk. Papers can only be accepted on the understanding that they will be presented at the Congress. Author's affiliation should be written centered, in 11pt Roman. A 12pt space should separate two different affiliations. The normal text should be written single-spaced, justified, using 12pt (Times New) Roman in one column.
